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Foreword by the Chairman of Solway Heritage

As ever, the Company carried out an excellent range of projects, only a few of which can make it
into the Annual Report. In fact, Solway Heritage directly worked on some 30-40 projects during the
year and provided support to many more. Much of the work remains in an area where income
does not always cover the work carried out and it is gratifying to see the Company achieve so
much under adverse conditions. In 2006-07, the Company made a loss but good financial
performances over the previous two years will enable us to carry the loss and it is reassuring to
note that the early signs for 2007-08 are very positive.

Changes within both Scottish Enterprise Dumfries and Galloway and Scottish Natural Heritage
have meant the loss of their representatives on our Board. The SNH representative, Gordon
Mann, will be particularly missed. Gordon has been a long-standing Board member but has been
asked to focus on the development of the Scottish Coastal Forum as Chair.

This
year is no exception, except that we must make this a final thank you to Scottish Enterprise
Dumfries and Galloway, who bowed out on completion of the Service Level Agreement on 31st
March 2007.

With regard to staffing, the Company has been pleased to welcome Michael Leybourne back.
Previously, Michael spent several years as the Architect for Solway Heritage and is now working
for us again on the Annan Townscape Heritage Initiative. For a short period, the Company
employed Jamie Dent to provide support to Community Councils under the Community Benefit
from Windfarm Developments scheme. The Scheme promises much for the region and funding for
a further post is being sought.

Landfill Communities Fund

In 2006-07, Solway Heritage was able to use
Landfill Tax funds for the benefit of the region by
working in partnership on projects with a range of
locally based organisations.

The monies were allocated to eleven projects over
the year; including such diverse projects as the
external landscaping for the new DG1 leisure
centre in Dumfries, a footbridge on a popular
walking route near Sanquhar, RSPB’s biodiversity
work at Mersehead Reserve and Woodhouse
Meadow (being developed by the Dalbeattie
Community Forest Partnership) - in addition to
many of the projects highlighted in this Annual
Report.

Eco Schools Award Programme

This Programme is now well established in
Dumfries and Galloway and Solway Heritage
acted as developer.

Dumfries and Galloway became the first Council in
Scotland to achieve 100% schools registration in
the Programme, which only three others have
since achieved. The Programme is recognised by
the Scottish Executive and plays an increasing
role in curriculum development.

At 78% of Bronze awards and 49% Silver awards,
Dumfries and Galloway leads both categories and
mostly by a long way. The Green Flag situation
compares well and it is clear that many more
Green Flags will follow shortly thanks to work
already carried out.
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As an Environmental Body, Solway Heritage
receives Landfill Tax Credits to spend on
eligible projects. The Scheme was known as
the Landfill Tax Credit Scheme but has now
been re-named ‘the Landfill Communities
Fund'. The Regulatory Body is ENTRUST,
part of HM Revenue and Customs.

Shanks Waste Management Ltd now operates
landfill sites on behalf of Dumfries and
Galloway Council. During the year,
£104,213.40 worth of Landfill Tax Credits was
transferred by Shanks Waste Management
Ltd and a further £101,315 was committed to
projects from the balance of Council credits.

The Council manage the day to day work,
supported by Solway Heritage, who employ
the Eco Schools Co-ordinator.

“This success in Dumfries and Galloway is
all the more impressive when one
considers that there are 125 schools in the
local area, compared to 82, 75 and 35 in
the other 100% registered areas.”

Quite simply, when it comes to Eco Schools,
Dumfries and Galloway leads the way in
Scotland.

The Eco Schools Award Programme is
currently funded by Dumfries and Galloway
Council through ‘Determined to Succeed’,
Nuclear Decommissioning Agency'’s Socio-
Economic Fund and Leader+ Programme
from European Structural Funds.

Events Guidelines

Solway Heritage investigated the information
available to events organisers wishing to
reduce the environmental impact of their event.
In theory, much help is available but in practice
this can be time-consuming for the hard-
pressed organiser to access. Solway Heritage
is therefore developing Events Guidelines to
make the whole process easier for the
organisers of events, large and small.

Events make a significant contribution to the
economy of Dumfries and Galloway but the
aim is to work towards a sustainable economy
by keeping the carbon footprint to a minimum.
Whilst the emphasis is on outside events, the
principles and most of the information will also
be applicable to indoor events.

Sulwath Connections

In our 2004-05 Annual Report, we were
pleased to outline the Sulwath Connections
Landscape Project and note the achievement
of a ‘Stage One’ pass for funding from the
Heritage Lottery Fund. It is excellent to be
able to report that the Stage Two hurdle has
also now been successfully negotiated. In
addition to general support, the Company
assisted a number of projects to make the
necessary progress for this to happen.

Staff worked on the Wood Pasture Project,
Robert the Bruce Trail, Annan Motte and
Bailey, Balloch Wood Community Project and
Conservation of Historic Churchyards.
Additionally, funding was achieved through the
Landfill Communities Fund for most of these
projects and for the RSPB work at Mersehead
and the Nith Disabled Angling Project.
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It is anticipated that the Guidelines will be
available early in 2008.

The project is funded by the Scottish
Executive, through the INCREASE
Programme.

The total funding package will be around
£4million. Each area of work has its own
funding package but the lead funders are the
Heritage Lottery Fund, Scottish Natural
Heritage and Dumfries and Galloway Council.

Burns Hermitage, Auldgirth

Burns Hermitage is a category B-listed building,
located in Crow Wood in the grounds of the
Friars Carse Hotel. The original Hermitage was
built in 1786 as a retreat by the then landowner,
Captain Robert Riddell of Glenriddell. The
Hermitage was ‘restored and refaced’ in 1874 by
Thomas Nelson of Friars Carse. It is a single
storey, small, rectangular-plan, gabled structure
built of red sandstone with a slate roof. Itis
enclosed by plain cast iron railings. Burns lived
at nearby Ellisland Farm, now a Visitor Centre,
from 1788 to 1791. He used the Hermitage and
wrote a poem on one of the windows using a
diamond.

To bring Burns Hermitage up to an acceptable
standard, Solway Heritage identified the work,
co-ordinated the project, raised the finance and
then managed the contract.

Environmental and Heritage Volunteer Camp,
Moniave

A Volunteer Camp held in July 2006 involved
work carried out by young people from various
parts of Europe as well as local people.

Part of the project was an archaeological
excavation of a possible late medieval farm site
at Martour Hill, Cairnhead.

The farmstead was probably abandoned 1760-
1830. Turf was stripped back from the walls,
which were then cleaned and planned. Removal
of turf revealed a raised flagged floor and
probable central drain. From the finds of pottery
and glass, it seems that the building may have
been used informally as an animal pen or shelter
into the 19th century. One of the aims was to
display the foundations for inclusion in
interpretation linked to the Striding Arches
project.

The works included ground levelling and
drainage, pointing, internal rendering,
stonework repairs and fence replacement. The
footpath leading to the Hermitage has also
been improved.

Funding for the project was provided by
Historic Scotland, the Landfill Communities
Fund, Dumfries and Galloway Council and the
Post Office Fellowship of Remembrance
(owners).

In addition to the excavation, the volunteers re-
built a section of drystane dyke in the area
adjacent to the first Andy Goldsworthy arch. A
two day stone carving workshop gave local
people the opportunity to learn carving
techniques and apply the results to themes
based on the Martour farmstead.

Cruck Cottage, Torthorwald

In 1990, Solway Heritage agreed to purchase a
derelict cottage, with a view to restoring it. This
was carried out in 1992 and the Cottage has
since been re-thatched. A Grade A listed
building, the Cottage is probably unique in
Dumfries and Galloway as the last surviving
complete example of a cruck framed thatched
cottage — a type of structure commonplace in
the area until the beginning of the 20th century.

The Cottage has a management group, the
Cruck Cottage Heritage Association. As well as
looking after the Cottage generally, including
hands on work, the Association organises many
very successful events to support its activities.

Erskine Church, Langholm

Erskine Church closed in 1978. It was then
used for storage and was bought by Solway
Heritage in 1995 after a period when it lay
empty. The Church is B listed on architectural
merit and makes a significant contribution to the
townscape of Langholm as its highest building.

Over the years, many proposals for the building
have emerged but none progressed. Solway
Heritage has implemented a number of repairs
to the Church but their lifespan is reaching an
end and now firm action is needed to save this
fine building. Thus, Solway Heritage has been
re-surveying the building’s requirements with a
view to developing an exit strategy for the
Erskine Church.

After several false starts, the future for the
Church looks more promising.
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Thanks to the Association and, in particular,
Trevor and Marcus Howsam who donated the
goods, the Cottage has now been dressed in
furniture and items appropriate to its period of
use. Thanks are also due to Barony College
for work on the drystane dyke enclosing the
garden.

Funding for the Cruck Cottage is a partnership
project between the Cruck Cottage Heritage
Association and Solway Heritage.

The Company is now working with developers
on a framework agreement whilst an
acceptable project is developed.

Erskine Church is not a funded project,
although the Architectural Heritage Fund
supported the cost of an Options Appraisal
study.

Cally, Gatehouse of Fleet

The grounds at Cally are a significant resource
for the area and the Gatehouse Development
Initiative sought funds to create a Management
Plan in order to conserve remaining features
and increase the economic benefit the grounds
contribute to the area.

Designed landscapes are defined as grounds
laid out for artistic effect and usually contain
architectural features, gardens, woodland and
parkland. They are historic environments and,
in many ways, the grounds of Cally provide a
good example of how an 18" century designed
landscape has evolved yet also survived in
recognisable form.

Solway Heritage was commissioned to prepare
the Plan, which was completed in March 2007.

Core Paths Network

The Land Reform (Scotland) Act 2003 gives
everyone new rights of responsible access to
Scotland’s outdoors. New duties and
responsibilities on Dumfries and Galloway
Council were also introduced, with the
commitment to produce a Draft Core Path Plan
to provide a basic framework of paths. This is
scheduled for February 2008. The Plan will
identify existing paths and links to create a
framework for the region.

The Core Path Plan is a major, strategic
undertaking by the Council. Solway Heritage
was invited to assist with the community
consultation section of the exercise. The
Company led many sessions across Dumfries
and Galloway. Access includes walking,
cycling, horse riding and canoeing on inland
waters.
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Support for the work was provided by Dumfries
and Galloway Council, Scottish Natural
Heritage and Forestry Commission Scotland.

To assist the Council, a Local Access Forum
has been set up, representing land managers,
recreation groups and public bodies. To keep
abreast of the work of the Forum and local
access generally, visit:

Balloch Wood, Creetown

Balloch Wood Community Project, a sub-
committee of the Creetown Initiative, has been
working on a ‘Source to Sea’ project to improve
access and interpretation in the local wood.
This has included upgrade of existing paths,
new paths, a footbridge, woodland
management with understorey planting,
signboards and leaflets. All carried out with the
assistance of local contractors and volunteers.

Balloch Wood is also a Sulwath Connections
project and, to provide a context and guidance
for the work, Solway Heritage was
commissioned through Sulwath Connections to
assist with a vegetation survey and the
interpretative planning.

Nightjars

Developed by Forestry Commission Scotland,
RSPB, the Local Biodiversity Action Plan
Nightjar Working Group, Scottish Natural
Heritage and Solway Heritage, the project is a
good example of partnership working in
Dumfries and Galloway.

The nightjar is a ‘red listed’ bird of conservation
concern, on account of its rapid contraction in
range over the past 25 years. ltis listed as a
key species in the UK and a priority species in
Dumfries and Galloway Biodiversity Action
Plans. Given the increased amount of clear fell
areas for nesting, reasons for the continued
decline of the species are not known. The
project tracked the foraging habits of nightjars
to assess the significance of proximity to
nesting areas.
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The ‘Source to Sea’ project has received funds
through the Landfill Communities Fund, the
Community Wildlife Grant Scheme, Scottish
Natural Heritage and the Slevin Bequest. In
kind support has also been provided by
Dumfries and Galloway Council and Forestry
Commission Scotland.

New guidance on habitat management for
nightjars will be produced and, if appropriate,
this will be made available to landowners with
potential foraging or nesting sites for nightjars.

“A rota involving 33 fieldworkers resulted in
a total of 64 nightjar tracking evenings and
125 nightjar observations...Good forest
design using the findings of this study as a
model, will be essential in order to maintain
and enhance the nightjar population at
Laurieston and Bennan and in Dumfries and
Galloway as a whole.”

Solway Heritage co-ordinated and provided
financial management for a two year project,
including a successful application to the
Scottish Executive for funding under the
Biodiversity Action Grants Scheme.

Galloway
Geology

Solway Heritage has produced a ‘Geology
Walk’ leaflet entitled ‘Sun & Sea and
Geology’, which reveals the story that lies
behind the rocks on a beach.

In addition to explaining some of the basic
geology for the area around Castlehill Point,
the leaflet makes the link between the rocks
and people’s use of them over the more
recent millennia.

Dumfries and Galloway has some 200 miles
of coastline of infinite variety, so the
possibilities are almost endless.

Sulwath Connections Interpretation

A large project like Sulwath Connections has
common requirements across its range.
These can provide cohesion, if consistent,
and guidelines prevent much re-inventing of
wheels. Accordingly, interpretation for the
project, a significant component across the
board, has the scope to unite and set
standards. Working to a commission from
Dumfries and Galloway Council, Solway
Heritage and the Dumfries and Galloway
Arts Association worked in partnership to
produce a practical guide to interpretation for
Sulwath Connections.

The result has been to develop a platform to
involve artists in the various projects to
encourage more imaginative forms of
communication.
